Strong Family of Port Hope, Canada

NORMAN LEONARD STRONG, who lived in Port Hope from early 1830’s until his death in 1897, was born in Otesgo or Cayuga County, New York, of English ancestry.
His lineage has been traced back to George Stronge, a tailor of Chard, Somerset, England.
George Stronge, the oldest known ancestor of Norman Leonard Strong died in 1635 at Chard, Somerset, England. George was probably born around 1560. 
No known information on his wife, other than she died after 1579.

2.1..John Stronge (son of John, grandson of George) was born ca 1605/1609 in Chard, Somerset, England and died 14 April 1699, in Northampton, Massachusetts, America.
John was a ruling Church Elder and tanner, who married first in England to Margery Deane, 5 Dec 1630, daughter of William Deane. Elder John, Margery and their two young children probably immigrated to America in 1635 aboard the “Hopewell.” Many researchers have the family listed as arriving aboard the “Mary and John” in 1630. All the passenger lists for that voyage are hypothetical as there was no known list. The list for the “Hopewell”, John Driver, Master, to Massachusetts Bay, New England, which landed at Weymouth on May 8, 1635, has this entry “Jon Stronge for himself, family, goods and food”
Robert Charles Anderson in NEHGR, April 1993, addressed the issue of the many lists of passengers on the “Mary and John” . He went about objectively establishing specific criteria for determining the likelihood that a specific individual was on the ship. By the criteria he established, which seems reasonable, Mr. Anderson concluded that Elder John Strong was not likely to have come on the “Mary and John” in 1630.

Elder John was granted on 18 September 1635, five acres of land on the North Street near Ship Street, Plymouth Colony, Massachusetts.
Margery Deane Strong died ca 1635 and Elder John married second to Abigail Ford, in 1636. She was the daughter of Thomas Ford and Elizabeth Chard Cooke. Abigail, who was the ancestral grandmother of NORMAN L. STRONG, was baptized 8 October 1619 in Bridport, Dorset, England. Abigail and her family were almost certainly among those who arrived in Massachusetts aboard the “Mary and John” in 1630.
John Strong was listed as taking oath of Freeman in Plymouth Colony, 9 March 1636/1637, and 4 December 1638.
He is listed as First Constable in 1638 and 1639 and as a Juror in 1645.

Abigail died 16 July 1688 in Northampton, Massachusetts. John and Abigail are buried in the Bridge Street Cemetery in Northampton, Massachusetts. A boulder monument at the cemetery is inscribed with their names, but was placed there long after their deaths. The exact burial spots are unknown.

Elder John had two known children by Margery Deane and 16 children by Abigail Ford.
NORMAN LEONARD was descended thru these *two of John and Abigail’s children.

*1..Ebenezer Strong (Elder John, John, George) was born in 1643 in Taunton, Bristol, Massachusetts, the seventh child of Elder John. He died 11 Feb 1729 in Northampton, Massachusetts. He married 14 October 1668, Hannah Clapp, who was born in 1646 to Nicholas Clapp and Sarah Clapp nee Clapp.
Ebenezer, a Church Elder, selectman, deacon, sergeant, constable, was a farmer and tanner in Northampton. He took the oath of allegiance 8 Feb, 1679 with his father and three brothers. He was deeded Elder John’s tannery, 15 Dec 1688.

Jonathan Strong (Ebenezer, Elder John, John, George) was born 1 May 1683 and died 10 Dec 1766. Married first Mehitable Stebbins, on 21 Nov 1704. She was born 1683 and died 3 Mar 1761. Married second 5 Aug 1762, to Mary Clapp nee Sheldon. She was the daughter of John Sheldon of Deerfield, Massachusetts and the widow of Samuel Clapp. Mary was born 24 Jul 1687 and died Sep 1763.
Jonathan was engaged to sixteen year old Mary Sheldon, when in February of 1704, a large group of Indians attacked Deerfield, Massachusetts. The Indians broke into her family home, killing her mother and three year old sister, and kidnapping Mary and two of her younger brothers. The Indians took Mary, her brothers, and the other captured villagers to Canada. It took her father three years of negotiations between the French, the Indians and the Governor of Massachusetts to obtain her release. Mary returned home to find that Jonathan had married Mehitable Stebbins. Mary later married Samuel Clapp. After the death of their spouses, Jonathan and Mary were married in 1762, at the ages of 79 and 75. One account of Mary’s kidnapping is found in a two book volume by Emma Lewis Coleman. “Captives carried to Canada 1677-1760 during the French and Indian Wars” 1, 84, 11. Another more detailed account is found in the “History and Proceedings of the Pocumtuch Valley Memorial Association” Deerfield, Massachusetts, The Associates, 1890-1929.

Jonathan and Mehitable were the grandparents of Caleb Strong (1744-1819) who was the Governor of Massachusetts, 1800 to 1807 and 1812 to 1816.

Lois Strong (Jonathan, Ebenezer, Elder John, John, George) was born 16 Apr 1721 and married her Cousin, Deacon Seth Strong in 1740. Seth was the son of Jerijah Strong and Thankful Stebbins of New Marlborough, Massachusetts.

*2..Jerijah Strong (Elder John, John, George) the youngest child of Elder John and Abigail was born 12 or 13 Dec 1655 in Northampton, Massachusetts and died Apr 1754 of pleurisy. He was named as one of the executors in his father’s will.
Jerijah married Thankful Stebbins, 18 Jul 1700. She was born 11 May 1678 and died 24 May 1744. Thankful was the daughter of John and Abigail (Bartlett) Stebbins of Northampton, Massachusetts.

Seth Strong (Jerijah, Elder John, John, George) was born 4 Apr 1716. He married his cousin Lois Strong in 1740. She was born 16 Apr 1721, the daughter of Jonathan Strong and Mehitable Stebbins. This was the marriage that gave their descendant NORMAN LEONARD STRONG, his double dip into the Strong gene pool.
Seth was a farmer and named Deacon of the Congregational Church in Northampton, 2 Jun 1756. He was living in Albany, New York, by 1790. Probably died between 1790 and 1800 when his name no longer appears on census list. 

Asher Strong (Seth, Jerijah, Elder John, John, George) was born 2 Dec 1741, in Northampton, Hampshire, Massachusetts to Seth and Lois Strong. He was a farmer and living in Otsego, New York by 1790.
Asher died 6 Dec 1813, probably in Owasco, Cayuga, New York, where he was living; adjoining his son Timothy’s property and where his will was filed.
Asher married Parnell Goodrich ca 1770, who was born 16 Jul 1752, probably in Hartford, Connecticut and died 27 Dec 1823, in Marcellus, Onondaga, New York.
She was the daughter of Samuel Goodrich and Martha Langdon of Connecticut.

Timothy Strong (Asher, Seth, Jerijah, Elder John, John, George) exact birth date and place unknown. He was probably born in 1774/1775, according to his death record and comparing census records.
Timothy died 18th Dec 1847, according to Cayuga, New York death records. The death records have him listed as dying in Sterling, Cayuga County, New York.
He married Wealthy Badger ca 1794/1795. She was the daughter of John Badger and Sophronia Lord and probably born ca 1776, according to the census records. 
Wealthy’s death date and place unknown. Probably died between 1850 and 1860 in Crawford, Pennsylvania, where she was living with daughter Abigail Robinson, and Abigail’s family.

In 1800, Timothy was a farmer living on property adjoining his father’s farm in Otsego, Otsego County, New York, and listed in Owasco, Cayuga in 1810. Possibly on the same property as the county lines had changed.
Families related to Timothy and living in close proximity were Badgers, Lords, Goodrichs and Cogswells.

Exact number of children born to Timothy and Wealthy is unknown. By examining census records, it seems likely that a daughter died in childhood.

Children:
1…Alanson, born 1796, Otsego, New York, died between 1860 and 1870, married Catherine ca 1815 and remained near his birthplace his entire life. He probably died in Sterling, Cayuga, New York, where he was living in 1860. In the 1870 census three of his adult children were living with another family and his wife  was living alone.

2…Sophronia, born 17 Mar 1798, Otsego, NY, died 4 Mar 1864 in Pomeroy, Ohio. Married Benjamin Stivers ca 1818 and raised a large family.

3...Polly or *Almira? Born ca 1800

4…Renesselaer, born ca 1804/1807, Otesego or Owasco,  New York, died after the 1880 census. He married Hannah after 1830 and before 1840.
He moved to Crawford, Pennsylvania during the 1830s. Still there in 1850, living near his widowed mother Wealthy, and his sister Abigail Robinson and her family.
Between 1850 and 1860 he moved to Ashtabula, Ohio. Between 1860 and 1870 he moved to Buffalo County, Wisconsin, where he was listed as a hotel keeper. 

5…Polly or *Almira? Born ca 1806

6… NORMAN LEONARD, born 15 Aug 1809/1810, Otsego, or Owasco, Cayuga, New York.
Died 1 May 1897, in Port Hope, Canada. (of more later)

7…Abigail, born ca 1810, married Joseph Robinson and moved to Crawford, Pennsylvania, where she raised a large family. Abigail died sometime after the 1870 census.

*Almira married Simeon W. Fisk before 1820 and lived near Strong relatives in Owasco in 1820 and 1830.

NORMAN LEONARD STRONG (Timothy, Asher, Seth, Jerijah, Elder John, John, George) born 15 Aug 1809/1810 in Otsego or Cayuga County, New York. Some researchers have a birth date of 1813 for Norman. This is disproved by the 1810 and 1820 census records. Timothy had three sons on the 1810 census, two were under ten years and one over ten years. There are no male children under ten on the 1820 census records.
Later census records, the family bible and his obit, confirm the 1809/1810 birth date.
One of Norman’s Port Hope obits read, that he settled in Port Hope, Ontario, Canada ca 1826. It is more likely that he was still in New York in 1830, living with his brother Renesselaer.who is shown living close to father Timothy in the 1830 census, with another male the correct age bracket to have been Norman.
Norman married Lurenia Kittredge in Canada on 22 Oct 1834, exact place unknown. Possibly in Northumberland County, where her sister, Francis Maria “Fanny” Bates and her widowed mother, Lurenia Wright Kittredge were living. Fanny had married Adna Bates. The Bates family was one of the early settlers of Hamilton Twp. settling there ca 1804, where they operated a small store.

Lurenia was born 21 Dec 1815, the daughter of Dr Timothy Kittredge and Lurenia Wright who had moved to Canada ca 1812 from the New England States. At the time of Lurenia’s birth, the Kittredge family was living in Hamilton Twp on lot 17, concession A and B, which is now downtown Coburg. Lot 17 on the east side of Harrison Street, concession B, is by the lake, south of King Street. Concession A is north of King Street.

Norman Strong and Lurenia Kittredge shared similar backgrounds of English ancestry, their ancestors having immigrated from England to America in the 1600’s. Both came from families who were involved in tavern/inn/hotel keeping.
Lurenia’s father Dr Timothy Kittredge owned a tavern in Hamilton that was operating at least by 1815. He applied for a liquor license in 1818 and each year thereafter until his death in 1821. After Timothy’s death, his wife Lurenia, sold the tavern and land to Barnabus Bidwell.
Norman’s older brother Renesselaer, operated a hotel/tavern in Wisconsin. His uncle Isaac Strong owned a tavern in Owasco, New York.  Also found that tavern keeping was in his mother’s (Badger) family.

Records for Norman’s early years in Port Hope have been hard to come by. He was operating a hotel/tavern at least by 1834 when his census listed 18 men, 5 women, and two boys. 
He was operating the Exchange Coffee House (called Strong’s Tea and Coffee Exchange) on Walton Street in Port Hope, when the first meeting was held inaugurating Port Hope as a police village in 1834
Between 1848 and 1857 he had charge of the Royal Hotel and Ontario House, on Mill Street in Port Hope. Around 1857, Norman gave up hotel keeping and entered the lumber and sawmill business, continuing with this vocation for thirty five years.

Norman and Lurenia, who were married for sixty three years, belonged to the Wesleyan Methodist faith.
Of their eleven or twelve children, nine were still living at the time of Norman’s death in 1897 and only their son George Timothy Strong was still in Port Hope. It appears one or two unknown children died, possibly between 1851-1858 and 1858–1863.

It is surprising to think that nearly one hundred and seventy five years after Norman Leonard Strong settled in Port Hope, there are still descendants remaining there. They are descended from son George Timothy Strong and Margaret Philip Crosbie.

The daughters of Norman and Lurenia who immigrated to the U.S. and the families of the Bletcher’s, Dexter’s, and Garnets, became part of a colony of Canadians from the Port Hope area to settle in Marshall County, Kansas in the early 1870’s.
Asahel Dexter was quoted when asked about his reason for leaving Canada, “Why did we leave our home in Canada in 1870 to come to Kansas? We got tired plowing up a fresh crop of rocks every spring”

Death of Norman L. Strong

“Norman Leonard Strong, who died at his residence on Harcourt Street, on Saturday, aged (81?) years. Deceased was born at Auburn, New York of English parentage.
He came to Canada when he was about 16 years old, taking up residence in Port Hope. He had charge at the time of the rebellion, of the old Exchange and Coffee House, which was situated on the site of the present Queen’s Hotel, but was burned down in 1867.
Port Hope was then in a flourishing condition. Between the years of 1848 and ’57, deceased had charge of the Royal Hotel. Then giving up the vocation of hotel keeping, he entered the lumber and sawmill business in which he engaged for thirty-five years. He was married about sixty-six years ago to Lorina Kittridge, daughter of Dr Timothy Kittridge of Coburg. She still survives him and doubtless they were about the oldest couple in Port Hope. Of a family of eleven children, nine are still living, seven daughters and two sons, all of whom are non-residents, save George Strong, Mill Street.
The funeral moved from the family residence, Harcourt Street, Monday afternoon at 3 o’clock.”

Grandparents: Unproven, possibly Phineas Wright and Zipha Cooper

“Lurenia Wright Kittredge married the late Dr Kittredge in 1803. She was born 1781 in Keene, NH and died 19 Feb 1859 in Newtonville, at the home of her daughter, Mre. Bates. 
She moved to Canada in 1808 with her husband”

(Note by Jeanne: Timothy and Lurenia probably did not move to Canada in 1808. Timothy was still in New Hampshire in 1808)

The Late Mrs Strong
“We regret to announce the death of Lorena Strong, which took place at the residence of her daughter, Mrs. Wesley Sherin, of Wauwatosa, Wisconsin, on the 19th of January, 1899, in the 86th year of her age. Deceased was the wife of the late Norman L. Strong, who died May 1st 1897..
Mrs Strong was an old resident of Port Hope, having lived there since her marriage in 1834 up to the last year and a half of her life. Of twelve children, three sons and nine daughters, six daughters are living and an aged sister, Mrs. Bates of Newtonville, to mourn her loss. She was a consistent Christian and a devoted wife and mother.
Blessed are the dead which die in the Lord, from henceforth, Yea, saith the spirit, that they rest from their labors and their works do follow them”

Five children of Norman and Lurenia were said to have been born in Illinois.
This is from family lore, death and census records for the children and grandchildren.
Why or if the children were born there is a mystery not yet uncovered by this compiler but is one I continue to pursue.

b-29 Oct 1835, Illinois or Canada
m-Barnabus Bletcher, 28 Jun 1854, said to have married at the home of her father in Port Hope.
(Jeanne’s note: I have been unable to locate a marriage record)
d-27 Aug 1875, Center, Marshall County, Kansas
Barnabus Bletcher, was born 1 Mar 1832 in Bletcher’s Corners, Hope Twp, Durham County, Ontario, Canada. He was the son of Barnabus Bletcher and Mary Smithson.
Barnabus died 14 May 1915, Bland, New Mexico.

The Bletcher and Smithson families arrived at Smith’s Creek (later Hope) in 1818 and 1817 from England, the Bletcher’s probably aboard the ship “The Fame”.
The elder Barnabus Bletcher was operating a tavern in 1818 and went on to establish a successful stagecoach line that carried the mail, passengers and freight.
The younger Barnabus helped run the family business until the late 1850s, when he and Wealtha moved to Minnesota. Wealtha, Barnabus and their two small sons Henry and Frederick, moved to Lake City, Minnesota ca 1858, along with Wealtha’s younger brother, William Strong.
In 1864, Barnabus, along with brothers Joseph and Henry and brother-in-law John Bouskill, (another Hope resident) and unknown others, embarked on a close to a four year mining expedition. Crisscrossing the Lewis and Clark trails they staked mining claims across the Western United States into Central America. It is unknown if Wm. Strong went with them or returned to Canada. Also unknown, If Wealtha stayed in Minnesota or returned to Canada during that period. The group is believed to have returned in early 1868 or late 1867.
The Bletcher family went on to work some of those gold and silver mines for many years in Colorado, Nevada, Arizona and where they settled in Bland, New Mexico.
Wealtha and Barnabus had a daughter born in Canada in Sept of 1869, unknown if they were living there or Wealtha had gone there for the birth.
The family moved to Center Twp in Marshall County, Kansas around 1871. They were living near other Port Hope area families of Garnetts, Dexters and Whitfields.

Wealtha and Barnabus had these seven known children before she died at the age of 39 years.

A few years after the death of Wealtha, Barnabus married the widow, Sarah Chester Swindle Garnett, in Marshall County. Sarah was another Hope area resident, who was living in Center Twp. in Marshall County, Kansas. She was a widow with a large family.
Sarah was born in England in 1838 and died 6 Nov 1928, in Albuquerque, New Mexico. She was the daughter of George Swindle and Peggy Whitfield and the niece of Thomas Whitfield, a school teacher in Port Hope for over 20 years.

Frank who served as a Sergeant in the Civil War was mentioned in a book by Michael A. Vasil, “The Union Soldier, His Life and Times”

“Foraging was the favorite pastime of many Union soldiers. This was done on a grand scale by the western armies under Grant and Sherman. Their parties consisted of forty to fifty men from each brigade and they would precede the army taking everything that was available to them. Many of these men were chronic foragers that spent a large part of their time and energy supplementing their rations. They would trade, beg or steal to enrich Uncle Sam’s fare. Resourceful foragers were highly regarded by their comrades. One such man was Walter Kittredge of the 24th Wisconsin, who was brave in combat and a contrast to the “bummer” or “coffee boiler” type of forager, who never under any circumstance would be found in a battle.”

“Mrs. E.J. Woodrow died at her home in Glenwood early Sunday morning. She had been in very poor health of late and several months ago suffered a paralytic stroke.
The funeral services were held at the home on Monday morning and were conducted by Rev. J.O. Staples, pastor of the Baptist Church, of which the deceased was a member. The remains were taken to her former home at Cedar Rapids for burial and were accompanied there by William M. Lamb, also by a sister and a niece of the deceased who had been here during her last illness.
Her maiden name was Eliza Jane Strong and she was born June 29 1847 at Port Hope, Canada. She was married to Frank Kittredge in 1867 and for a number of years resided at Dayton, Ohio. In 1878 shortly after the family moved to Cedar Rapids, occurred the death of Mr. Kittredge. Their two children also died the same year.
In June, 1880 the deceased was united in marriage to E.R.S. Woodrow. The latter died in August, 1896.
Mrs Woodrow, during her days of good health, was an active worker in the church and took a special interest in the Glenwood’s women’s club.
The latter organization contributed a beautiful floral pillow.
She is survived by a step son, Dr E.G. Woodrow, of Glenwood, and five sisters, Mrs Horlock of Denver, Mrs Serin of Milwaukee, Mrs Coxall of Los Angeles, Mrs Percy of Boise, Idaho and Mrs Wallace of Toronto, Ont.”
